SCHOOLYARD NATURALIZATION and TRANSFORMATION GRANT
Funding Deadlines are November 1st and March 1st 

Grant Overview: 

This is a Western School District Grant to a maximum of $3000 available for schools to use towards schoolyard Naturalization and Transformation projects.
· Examples of schoolyard naturalization include outdoor classrooms, trails, large trees, boulders, gardens or greenhouses
· Examples of schoolyard transformation would include playground equipment, sports fields, basketball courts, or bouldering walls (small horizontal climbing wall)

The aim of the grant is to help attract other, larger grants to allow schools to make substantial beneficial changes to their school grounds. 
 As such, preference for the grant allocation will be given to projects that:
1. Are developed through school community collaborative efforts and engagement with the broader community;
2. Are larger projects that involve funding from multiple sources, of which the school district grant is a small part;
3. Involve schoolyard naturalization, or both transformation and naturalization (for example, a playground structure with landscaping that includes some large trees and an outdoor classroom);
4. Promote  the schoolyard as a learning environment as well as a play environment;
5. Involve community stakeholders and partners outside the school;
6. Will have longevity; and
7. Are submitted by  schools that have not benefited from this grant before (repeat applications will only be considered if there are few first time applications)

Please complete this application form and submit it to Jeff Thompson, Assistant Director of Education -Programs.  You will receive a response to your application within four weeks of the November 1st and March 1st deadlines.
